     Our village (Mwandege) clinic is getting BUSY! 
We regularly see 40+ patients per day now, & up to 
80 pts on Mondays.  There are MANY pregnant 
ladies in our area; they seem to approve of our care/
service.  We are delivering about 15-20 babies per 
month now.  The most I’ve delivered in one night is 
4!  (Why do they always seem to come at night-
time?!)  Yes, we still see many people with HIV/
AIDS.  SO MANY families have at least one or two 
people who have died or are very ill from it.  Prom-
iscuity is SO common here.  Dear God, please 
change hearts/habits/lives to follow/obey You, & 
bring premarital-purity & faithfulness in marriage! 
     God has blessed our village medical outreaches!  
Deborah & I recently went to Kimanzichana village 
& Gongolamboto village — both are VERY Mus-
lim communities.  We went with several other 
YWAM missionaries, who were involved in sharing 
Jesus with people while we were attending patients.  
Praise God!!  3 people accepted Christ as their Lord 
& Savior in one village, & 30 in the other!!  God is 
GOOD!!!  We have arranged with local pastors to 
follow-up on these new believers.   
     Are you comfortable praying for patients?  If you 
are medical, & feel that God may be calling you to 
serve overseas, we could definitely use your help in 
our clinic & in the village outreaches!!  Would you 
pray about coming out here to help?  Either short-
term or long-term would be GREAT!  Midwives, 
family docs, pediatric docs, internal medicine docs, 
nurses, dentists, eye docs — we could use your help 
anytime!
